Context: 	
Roosevelt Park Elementary School is located on Kxeen Island in the city of Prince Rupert, in Northwest British Columbia. Prince Rupert is a coastal town, on traditional Ts’msyen territory and is home to a diverse multicultural community. Currently, our enrollment is 261 students of which 58% are of Aboriginal ancestry.
We are home to the district’s French Immersion program which makes up approximately 50 % of the kindergarten - Grade 5 School, which consists of seven regular stream and seven French Immersion stream divisions.  Roosevelt Park Elementary is a trilingual school, we have a unique blend of French, English and Sm’algyax, the language of the territory. 






Goals:
1. To improve on the positive student responses to a love of reading and to show increase in reading and writing development scores for all students with a specific focus on primary grades of K-3. 
2. To further embrace togetherness and inclusiveness by harnessing a sense of belonging for all students, families and staff at Roosevelt.

Structures and Strategies:
· To support reading instruction in classes:
· Continue the use of in class literacy development strategies like the Daily Five, Richard Arlington’s 6 Daily practices and Reading Café. 
· Acquire additional resources to support the literacy performance of students.
· Use Edmark reading program. 
· Involve in literacy development and provide on the job training to Educational Assistants and other support staff.
· Use of various technology resources to support student learning (Lecture Enfant, brain pop, and Raz-kids).
· Co-teaching and collaboration.
· Primary grades focus on literacy intervention strategies like the Early Learning Intervention (ELI), Levelled Literacy Intervention (LLI) and Intense Phonological Awareness (IPA). 
· Teachers will be supported by non-enrolling teachers, district-based curriculum specialist teachers and the principal and vice-principal. 

Roosevelt Literacy Data 2018-19:

Communication:
· This plan has been shared with the staff of Roosevelt School and the Roosevelt Parent Advisory Counsel.
· The plan will also be displayed on the School District 52 webpage as well as Roosevelt page once completed.
Evidence: 
· In reading 77% of students in grade 4, who wrote, are either On Track or Extending following this year’s Foundational Skills Assessment. 
· In writing 82% of students in grade 4, who wrote, are either On Track or Extending following this year’s Foundational Skills Assessment. 
· The majority of students from grade 1-5 have increased reading performance by at least two reading levels.
· Reading interventions in kindergarten and grade 1 are leading to significantly less students being at risk for language output development. 
· Generally, students are engaged, the atmosphere in the school is positive and the school feels alive.
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Reflection and Summary:

· According to the data gathered this year relating to literacy, Roosevelt is moving in the right direction to meeting our first goal. Nevertheless, Roosevelt will continue its commitment to supporting students to continue to develop in reading and writing in all French, English and Sm’algyax. We continue to be focused on our learners and want to hear from them about how their learning is going.  Furthermore, we are committed to becoming a more cohesive school by continuing to offer opportunities for our French and English streams to learn and grow together.

· Keep in place the successful initiatives we already have established at Roosevelt.
· Use our baseline literacy data to inform instruction to further support our students. 
· Whole school inquiry on school climate.

· Building Home Libraries Project:
· [bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]Primary Roosevelt staff and students took part in a Building Home Libraries Project that was organized by teacher Kate Lyon. Kate’s initiative was focused on primary students developing a love of reading and having the resources, in the form of a home library, to feed their passion and read books of high interest at home. Students tried out the available books during organized “book tastings” and then picked twelve books, including two authentic Indigenous titles, to put into their book bin to take home. The funding obtained for the project was through a partnership with the Prince Rupert Early Years Table and through a generous donation from the Roosevelt Parent Advisory Committee.


· Norman Foote Concert:
· [image: ]Roosevelt students and Juno Award winning music artist Norman Foote performed a free concert in front of Prince Rupert community members at the Lester Centre. Norman Foote worked with classes at Roosevelt to write songs, including a song about Roosevelt that featured all three school languages (French, English and Sm’algyax) which classes performed at the concert. Weeks ahead of Mr. Foote’s arrival most Roosevelt students practiced all his songs. Practices were organized by Ericka Booker, Grade 1/2 French Immersion teacher, whose hard work was essential to the success of the concert.
